During WW II the Silver Cross factory was requisitioned by the Air Ministry to manufacture aircraft machine parts. This
experience was later applied to production methods and revolutionising pram design from traditional plywood to
aluminium. Over 1000 individual hand operations are required to make the full size Balmoral Pram. Its recommended retail
price is $3999 and $4999 for limited edition colours, or there is the Kensington which ranges from $2999 to $3599.

Silver Cross has also climbed an impressive 126 places to position 101 on the prestigious Superbrands list ahead of such well
known UK brands as such as Pepsi and Orange & Walker. Still the UK’s favourite nursery equipment brand, it was the
second highest baby brand after Pampers.

The Doll’s pram is a miniature replica of Silver Cross Balmoral pram — it’s the ultimate heirloom doll’s carriage. It makes the
perfect gift for any young lady who wants to take their doll out for a walk in the park. It’s similar to the full size version,
with the same attention to detail. Each carriage is made in Yorkshire, using hand skills passed down from generation to
generation.

These limited edition prams are suitable for all loved and cherished dolls and come in pink, white & navy, navy and red.
Each carriage has a hand decorated border, reclining hood, apron, solid wood handle with high gloss finish, miniature
changing bag, beautifully upholstered, lever operated brake system and optional chrome shopping tray. They retail from
Renaissance Rocking Horses for $950.
